The welfare program is much more than a 
single lesson per week that targets wellness and 
future pathways learning. We hope that it is a full-
school initiative to build each individual to become a 
happy, constructive member of the school commu-
nity. 
In the junior school the focus is on dealing with the 
new challenges of high school and establishing 
good habits for success. In the senior school, the 
focus shifts to developing skills to meet the de-
mands of adult life and exploring pathways beyond 
school. As always, we appreciate the support that 
parents can show by asking your student what they 
are discussing and studying at school, communicat-
ing with your student’s teachers, participating in 
school activities including parent-teacher meetings, 
open evenings, and of course reading the newslet-
ter.
