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Dear Parents/Caregivers, 
 
Welcome back to what will be an exciting and busy year. In particular, welcome 
to all those who are new to our school. We will start the new year with 722 stu-
dents which is the same as last year.  We will celebrate 2009 as the final year of 
Wynnum North State High School. We want to ensure that we make this a 
memorable year for all the right reasons. Based on the success we had in 2008 
this will be easy. 
Our Year 12 students of 2008 achieved the best results we have had at Wyn-
num North in the past 8 years. The Year 12 students improved their Overall Po-
sition (OP) 1 to 15 scores by 20% over the students from 2007. The results indi-
cated that 16% of students gained an OP of 1 to 5 which is double the highest 
percentage in the past 8 years. This group of students were also our first group 
to be involved in our literacy program, an indication that the literacy program has 
benefitted the students. 
Overall our results across the school were better than the previous year. In par-
ticular the Year 9, 11 and 12 students achieved significantly better than their 
counterparts from the previous year. This augurs well for 2009 as it gives us a 
healthy platform to build upon. The challenge for all students is to not only real-
ize that they need to work hard but to actually put the time and effort into their 
studies both at school and home. If they do we will achieve great educational 
outcomes for all students. 
Included with this mail out are a number of additional sheets. One of these is an 
opportunity to vote for the name of the new school. It is important to have your 
input. The five names listed are a short list from the many names received. The 
five all had strong support. The name of the school in very important as it could 
help us determine school colours, motto and vision. Please ensure you take this 
opportunity to have your say. As well is a sheet which outlines some important 
issues. Every year we have queries around these issues. Please keep the infor-
mation in a safe place to remind your students if they forget. 
The most important people in ensuring your child receives a quality education 
are you, your child and the teacher. Strong relationships are more likely to lead 
to success. I strongly recommend that as parents and caregivers you keep in 
touch with your child’s teachers. If you have any concerns please get hold of us. 
The earlier we can address concerns the less likely it will lead to problems that 
become long term. 
Working together will ensure that 2009 is a great year for one and all.

Protecting against the sun 
 
Queensland State School Students are pro-
tected from the harsh sun by the Department’s 
’Developing a Sun Safety’ policy. 
 
This policy requires that all schools provide SPF 
30+ broad spectrum waterproof sunscreen to 
students for outdoor activities and ensure they 
are wearing protective clothing. It also requires 
schools to develop educational programs on sun 
safety. 
Parents are encouraged to support the school’s 
strategy by providing their children with appropri-
ate protective clothing, including hats, sun-
glasses and swim shirts for water based activi-
ties.

A group of Yr 11 students also went on an 
excursion to the Port of Brisbane  last Tues-
day as an introduction to their Cert 11 
Transport & Logistics course which will be 
starting sometime this Term. This is an ex-
citing opportunity for these students to pio-
neer  a course which will include a TAFE  
component  with work placements at differ-
ent employers at the Port. 
 
Another group of students from both Yr 11 & 
12 will be attending Skills Tech at Alex Hills 
TAFE  one day a week to do Pre Vocational 
courses in Automotive, Engineering and 
Construction 
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Wynnum North SHS operates a Resource Hire 
Scheme to provides mathematics text books, photo-
copying, diary, reference books, computer software, 
other maths equipment such as trundle wheels, 
tape measures, dice, graphics calculators and many 
other items to teach your child numeracy and 
mathematics. The Resource Hire Scheme does not 
supply your child the following materials: 

Pens and pencils 
Ruler and eraser 
A protractor and a pair of compass 
A scientific calculator; and 
A notebook used for mathematics notes. 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Homework, which is graded at the end of each 
term, is set regularly. Each Year 8, 9 and 10 student 
(except Year 10 Preparatory Maths B/C) requires a 
homework book ($13 per book) for the year. This 
book enables each student to have set work 
checked by their teachers and parents/guardians. 
Parents/guardians should expect a letter from the 
Mathematics Faculty regarding purchasing home-
work books and a the above list of the materials for 
mathematics. 
 
Throughout 2009, Middle School (Years 8 and 9) 
students will be involved in a numeracy program, 
which will take 35 minutes per week, for 8 weeks a 
term. This will improve numeracy skills of all stu-
dents, and prepare them for the NAPLAN (National 
Numeracy Tests). 
 
In line with the school’s Literacy and Numeracy 
Policies, students will be quizzed on the spelling of 
mathematical terms and their definitions, formulae, 
algorithms, translation of worded texts into mathe-
matical expressions and their use of Common Cur-
riculum Elements terminology. 
 
The Mathematics Faculty runs a number of formal 
tutorials for student: Years 8, 9 and 10 on Monday 
afternoon at 3:00pm for 30 minutes; and for senior 
students Wednesday afternoons during Period 4 or 
Friday lunch time. 
 
All students are able to enter a number of Mathe-
matics competitions: the Australian Informatics 
Competition on the 7th May, costing $4.95; the 
Westpac Australian Mathematics Competition 
(AMC) on the 6th August, costing $4.95; and the 

2009 International Competitions and Assess-
ments for Schools (ICAS) on the 19th August, 
costing $6.60. We encourage talented mathe-
matics students to enter all competitions. We 
expect Senior Maths B and C and advance 
Mathematics classes to entre the AMC. 
 
The district Mathematics Team Challenge is on 
the 19th May this year. Wynnum North SHS will 
send 3 teams. The QAMT Maths Competition 
will be held in August at Wynnum SHS. 
 
With the encouragement of staff and with your 
assistance, we are sure your child will reach 
their maximum potential in Mathematics.
