How do I claim the Education Tax Refund? 
¨ In your Tax Return 
¨ If you don’t loge a Tax Return, claim on a 

separate form  over the phone 
¨ If you use a tax agent, make sure you 

ask them to claim for you 
The Education Tax Refund allows you to claim 
up to 50% of eligible education expenses for 
school children. 
If you are eligible you can get back up to $375 
for primary and $750 for secondary students.

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HUMAN SWINE INFLUENZA 
 
Information and advice for parents  
¨ If your child is unwell keep them at home to 

reduce the risk of  spreading infection 
¨ Make sure your child washes their hands fre-

quently with soap and water and then dry their 
hands thoroughly 

¨ Make sure you and your child washes their 
hands prior to touching their eyes, hose and 
mouth 

¨ Encourage your child to cover their mouth and 
nose with disposable tissues when coughing 
and sneezing 

¨ Encourage you child to dispose of used tis-
sues immediately 

¨ Encourage you child not to share items such 
a s glasses, cups, toys of anything which 
could be contaminated with respiratory secre-
tions 

¨ Try and maintain at least one metre distance 
form people who have flu-like symptoms such 
as coughing of sneezing  

¨ Make sure your child drinks  plenty of fluids 
and keeps healthy with fruit and vegies 

¨ Consult your doctor if your child has a cough 
and fever and follow their instructions, includ-
ing giving medicines as prescribed 

¨ If your child has flu-like  symptoms and you 
go to a medical practice or hospital Emer-
gency Department, telephone before hand so 
that they can arrange for them to be seen 
away from other people 

 
What is the flu? 
The flu is more than a bad cold. Symptoms usually 
appear one to three days after being infected. A 
person can spread influenza to others a day or two 
before they become unwell, and up to five days af-
ter they have become unwell. It can be even longer 
for young children. The symptoms of influenza can 
include the following: 
¨ Fever 
¨ Dry cough 
¨ Muscle and joint pain 
¨ Tiredness and extreme exhaustion 
¨ Headache 
¨ Sore throat 
¨ Stuffy nose 
What is the difference between a cold and the 
flu? 
Colds are fairly common and can be caused by any 
one of many cold viruses. Flu is caused by just 2 or 
3 different strains of one virus each year and usu-

ally causes a more severe illness. The symp-
toms of the flu come on suddenly either a high 
fever and affect the whole body, not just the 
head and chest like a cold. 
What is H1N1 Influenza 09 /[Human Swine 
Influenza] 
The Human Swine Influenza virus is a new flu  
virus that is infecting people and spreading from 
person to person. 
Cases of Human Swine Influenza have been 
confirmed throughout Australia.  
Human Swine Influenza is spread form person 
to person the same way seasonal influenza and 
other common respiratory infections spread. Hu-
man Swine Influenza viruses are not spread by 
food. You cannot get it from eating properly han-
dled and prepared pork or pork products.  
 
What are the symptoms of Human Swine In-
fluenza? 
The symptoms are similar to those of seasonal 
influenza including: 
¨ Fever and any one of the following: 
¨ Cough, sore throat, runny nose or nasal 

congestion 
Should my child get vaccinated? 
The annual influenza vaccination, or ‘flu shot’ 
provides good protection against seasonal influ-
enza. The seasonal influenza vaccine is unlikely 
to offer protection against Human Swine Influ-
enza. 
However, it is recommended that people includ-
ing children over 6 months, continue to be vacci-
nated against seasonal influenza. 
Influenza vaccinations are strongly recom-
mended for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Island-
ers over 15 years, people over 65 years, people 
over 6 months with chromic diseases, pregnant 
women, residents of nursing homes and people 
who provide  care to any of these groups 
For further info visit:
