If you've ever watched So You Think You Can Dance or
Australian Idol and listened to the contestants tell their
life story, it's as if they knew from the age of three that
they were destined to become a dancer or a singer.
Many children grow up just like this on their path from a
young age and many others finish Year 12 and still have
no idea what they want to do.

Many of us face a challenge as we attempt to support
students to make what is often the first big decision of
their life. Parents and teachers can be guides, but the
students have to make their own decisions. Two things
that we can do to support the decision making process
are to ensure that students make decisions that keep
their options open, and to take time to discuss and re-
view how the student is coping with their current pathway
towards their goals.

Queensland Core Skills Test (QCS)

One way that students of year 12 can increase the path-
way opportunities for themselves after school is to par-
ticipate in the Queensland Core Skills (QCS) Test. The
result from this test is used in combination with subject
results to produce an Overall Position (OP) score that
can be used for entry to courses of study after high
school.

The test will be conducted at our school on Tuesday and
Wednesday, September 1% and 2" and students have
been working towards this test for some time through a
structured preparation course as part of the Friday Wel-
fare lesson.

Homework

Homework is sometimes the most visible way that we as
a school and you as parents can demonstrate working
together and a positive relationship between a family and
the school their children attend.

By bringing school tasks home, students reveal some-
thing of their class activities to parents, and how well
they complete their homework gives teachers some
insight into how a family regards educational tasks.

The Maths Department has established homework
schedules for all year 8, 9 and 10 Maths classes. Stu-
dents have received this and therefore there is always
some homework that is set. No student can say that they
do not have homework, as every student studies Maths.
Regularly checking and signing the student planner is a
great way to keep in touch with your student’s school-
work.

Cyber safety

The rise in use of technologies including personal mobile
phones, chat rooms, and email in general has lead to
increased challenges for parents to deal with the safety
of your children from unwanted contact and cyber-
bullying . Our school attempts to deal with every issue
that is reported to be impacting on the school.

Keep children at home if they are sick

As school resumes for Term 3, parents are being
urged to keep their children home if they are sick
with flu-like symptoms.

Queensland now has more than 1600 confirmed
cases of Pandemic (H1N1) 2009 (Human
Swine Influenza).

Symptoms of human swine flu are similar to sea-
sonal influenza and include a fever, cough and/or
sore throat. Other symptoms can include fatigue,
myalgia, headache, body aches or chills.

Queensland Health says one of the best ways to
stop the spread of the flu is to keep sick children
home and encourage good hygiene.

If children are sick the best thing to do is keep them
away from school and other events such as socials
and sporting carnivals. This might mean that some
children will miss interstate and other planned
school trips.

People generally have to be mindful that there are
some who are more at risk from swine flu so those
who are sick need to do the right thing and stay at
home from school and work.

School closures remain an option in very limited
circumstances but the likelihood of disruption during
the new school term has lessened.

Queensland is now in the “protect” phase in manag-
ing the influenza outbreak and parents need to be
aware that while most people who contract the flu
are making rapid and full recovery, some who are
particularly vulnerable need to seek medical help at
the onset of flu-like symptoms.

The essence of the “protect” phase is to concen-
trate on the early treatment of those in the commu-
nity who may be more vulnerable to severe out-
comes if they contract the virus.

Those identified as being vulnerable include preg-
nant women, Indigenous Australians, people with
respiratory disease (including asthma and COPD),
heart disease, diabetes, renal and liver disease,
obesity and immunosuppression.
