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Opportunities to learn

We have already passed the half-way mark of this
school term and now is a very important time for
parents and teachers to work together to ensure
that everything is being done to ensure that stu-
dents are making the most of education opportuni-
ties. Teachers of Maths and English generously
provide tutoring for students of Year 11 and 12
during period 4 every Wednesday.

Peer influence
