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Dear Parent/Caregiver

classroom with students and teachers.  We could not achieve what we do with-
out the support from you -the parents and guardians of our students. I ask all of 
us to reflect on our endeavours and achievements and seek the positives from 
all encounters. 
 I would like to thank Mr. Wilson for his  organising and conducting of the QCS 
with the support of community members and our staff . Can I also thank the Yr 
11 students and in particular Mr. Moloney and Ms Symonds for helping to organ-
ise the breakfast each morning. I feel sure this was most appreciated by the Yr

they conducted themselves before, during and after the test. 
In recognising the efforts of these Year 12 students, it is opportune to acknowl-
edge the support and contributions of many staff who help with the exam prepa-
ration program. The students benefit immensely from this support  and I wish to 
acknowledge our Science HOD Mrs. Sullivan and her team of staff.  
All Yr 12s and teachers have a copy of the exam timetable and when they 
should attend next week. Some students who have not completed assignments /
class work however will not be given school permission to stay at home during 
the exam block and are expected to attend school each day until all work is 
completed ( all the students concerned have been given a school letter). 
Finally, in this time of heightened awareness of violence in schools, I would like 
to reassure all parents and carers that our school takes a tough stance on bully-
ing. We do not tolerate any form of violence or harassment. 
As Principal, it is my number one priority that every student feels safe in our 
supportive school environment. 
I have reminded all students that bullying behaviour is unacceptable and will not 
be tolerated at this school.. I ask that parents and carers take some time this 
week to speak with their children about bullying and to remind them of the im-
portance of treating others with fairness, dignity and respect. 
If you believe your child is being bullied or may be involved in bullying another 
student, I also urge you to contact me or my Administration team to discuss the 
ways we can help to address this behaviour. 
Our school community has a number of programs to combat bullying and har-
assment.

Wynnum North SHS takes very seriously its responsibility to keep our students 
safe and to ensure our school community is free from bullying, harassment and 
violence.

It was great to see 76 of our year 12 students putting in 
a huge effort at the Queensland Core Skills Test on 
Tuesday, September 1st and Wednesday, September 
2nd. All students who are aiming to attain an Overall 
Position (OP) are required to sit this series of four tests, 
but there are definite advantages for non-OP students 
to attempt the test as well and it was really pleasing to 
see a large representation from this group. Year 12 
students will follow up their QCS effort with very impor-
tant Senior exams in Exam Block this week. Following 
these assessments, samples of student work are re-
quired to go to verification to be compared with stan-
dards across the district and state. We wish our seniors 
well in this intense period. I am sure that they will be 
looking forward to a restful holiday in only a couple of 
weeks time.
