Dear Parent/Caregiver 
 
As we start Term 4, I take note of the fact that Yr 12’s will only be with us for a short 
time. By the time you read this our Year 12 students will have 5 weeks of school remain-
ing. In my last assembly I said to them that they need to make the most of the time left 
and ensure they end on a high note by renewing friendships that may have lapsed or 
making amends for ones broken, be they  with their peers or teachers. Our Year 10 and 
11 students have 6 weeks left. 
I must congratulate Mr Paterson and his students for heading off to Kingaroy to take part 
in a statewide robotics competition.  Out of 12 schools competing, 10 of which were from 
the independent education sector,our boys finished as runners up and missed the win-
ner’s medal by one metre in the airplane design and flying competition. 
 
Our Term 3 results were very pleasing for our students with an increase across the 
school of 2.6% . The most pleasing aspect was to see the increase in the percentage of 
‘A’s  given. It has grown by 2%. This may seem to be very small, however, it equates to 
an additional 80 ‘A’s. Overall the Year 10 students had the biggest improvement. In par-
ticular they gained 4.6% more ‘A’s and ‘B’s than they did in Term 2. This is an excellent 
result and the students should be pleased with their efforts. The results for industry were 
90.4%, an increase of 3% from last year and positive behaviour has also improved with 
94.3%, an increase of 2% on last years results. 
At the end of Term 3 we received our Year 9 NAPLAN results for numeracy and literacy. 
The State Govt has acknowledged, as I do, the trend is upward across the state but we 
have a way to go and Heads of Dept and teachers at the school are working in conjunc-
tion with  the myself to prepare students in the skills needed to make a difference and to 
add value to their learning. When we view the results of students at Wynnum North SHS 
we find that our students fall within the State Mean for overall results, however this is a 
point- in -time of learning and as long as we as a school recognise this, then it’s the 
 Journey’s end that matters. Last year our weakness was in numeracy and we have 
moved upwards in this area. As a school we have been very proactive with literacy, op-
erating a program since 2004 and we are constantly amending in order to meet current 
challenges. With numeracy, we have now embedded it in the curriculum and it will now 
receive the same time on the curriculum as literacy from 2010. What is important is that 
our students are achieving as well as their counterparts throughout the state.  
 Year 12’s by now should have  put in your QTAC form (if not, you can still apply but 
you’ll just need to pay a late fee. Visit www.qtac.edu.au for details). However, if you 
think financial hardship may affect you getting the OP you need or make it difficult for 
you at uni, you should also fill out the QUT Equity Scholarships Scheme and Q-Step 
Program application . On-time applications are due 6 November 2009.  
It’s quick and easy AND you will be considered for an OP bonus of up to 3 points  
along with a guaranteed bursary of $1000 (if you have QUT as a preference). 
The Federal Government is also making improvements to Youth Allowance.  This means 
more students will be eligible and have access to Commonwealth Scholarships.  Talk to 
Centrelink on 132490.

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How parents can help their student. 
Parent – teacher interviews on Tuesday evening, Octo-
ber 13th were another opportunity for parents to build 
relationships with the teachers of their student, and to 
monitor how they are succeeding at school. Parents 
who maintain this link have a better capacity to manage 
the engagement of their student with the study pro-
gram. There are so many influences on the life of a 
child including friends, media, technology and family, 
that it can be difficult to identify sometimes ‘just how 
they are getting along’.  
Young people generally confide in their close friends 
first, their family second and their school third. For this 
reason, parents can sometimes be upset about their 
feeling that the school is not doing something about an 
issue, when in fact the school is not aware of it. Ongo-
ing communication and a positive relationship between 
school and home is of critical importance.  
Dealing with Bullying  
Preventing and dealing with bullying is part of the duty 
of care of any school. Therefore if your child is being 
bullied, you must notify the school. Speaking to a Dep-
uty Principal or a welfare leader can allow us to attempt 
to deal with the issue. Nowadays, much bullying origi-
nates outside of school on text messages, internet chat 
rooms, Facebook and Bebo. Cyberbullying is bullying 
through these information technologies and it is a fast 
growing trend that experts believe is more harmful than 
schoolyard bullying. Victims can be reached at any time 
and in any place. The challenge is in building resilience 
in people – both victims and witnesses- that they are 
willing to speak up.  
What parents can do 
How do you desensitise your child if they have been 
bullied before? This is something psychologists and 
social workers would do with victims of bullying. Firstly 
they would ensure that the child knows it wasn’t their 
fault. Then they would discuss the degrees of bullying – 
what is worst and what is the least offensive way of 
being bullied and explain these. You may be surprised 
to hear that even now, to be called ‘gay’ for a male and 
a ’slut’ for girls is considered the worst thing. The ques-
tion that the victim needs to ask themselves and come 
to terms with is ‘what’s so bad about being called a 
name’. This is often easier said than done. If a student 
is being physically bullied, never suggest that they ig-
nore it. They and you should seek immediate action 
from the school.  
General rules for managing these issues include:  

Keep home computers in well-travelled parts of the 
home. 

If your child engages in unacceptable on-line be-
haviour, make sure that there is an immediate 
consequence. 

If offensive contact is received, do not erase it, as it 
may be the only evidence. 

Monitor your child, ask them regularly how they are 
getting along, and make a discussion of it,
