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Dear Parents/Caregivers, 
 
The new school is moving forward very rapidly. The govern-
ment has passed the legislation to resume the land and this has now been ga-
zetted, which means work can commence. The contract has been signed with a 
builder, Evans and Harch. I have had a number of meetings with facilities to be-
gin determining equipment for the new school. This past week we held a com-
munity forum where 35 parents, who were randomly selected, came and spent 3 
hours helping us develop their view on a vision and values for the new school. 
Congratulations to all the parents who came. They provided us with some won-
derful ideas on our vision around sustainability and great value statements. The 
statements generated from the parents will be added to those raised by the stu-
dent forums and staff forums. It is always interesting to see how much in com-
mon all three groups have. This will provide us with the information we need to 
create the final vision and value statement for the new school. 

Thanks to everyone who has placed a ballot for the 
naming of the school. The final outcome has been 
reached. At this point the process involves sending 
our recommendation forward to my Regional Execu-
tive Director and Central Office. They will determine 
whether the name is appropriate and confirm the out-
come. Once this has occurred I will be publishing the 

name and we will commence producing material for the new school with the 
name. The uniform committee has designed a new uniform for the school. They 
are now working on colour. This will be finalized by the end of this term. 
Thanks to all parents for your support in helping us get the school year off to a 
smooth start. In particular with the shortage of uniforms parents have been won-
derful. Part of the problem was that we enrolled more students than we had an-
ticipated. In Year 8 this was approximately 20 with a further 20 across other year 
levels. Because the P&C is attempting to run stock down to minimize wastage 
when the year ends ,this led to a shortage. 
We are redoing our policy on due dates for assessment. Although we have not 
finalized it, we will be adhering to a policy which does not extend due dates 
unless there are exceptional circumstances. Students will be graded on all work 
up to and including the due date. If there is insufficient work that has been 
sighted by the teacher to make a judgment then they will not be awarded a re-
sult. For students in Year 11 or 12 this would have serious consequences for 
their exit levels of achievement and any certification from the Queensland Study 
Authority. As a school we will inform parents/caregivers 
prior to the due date if students have not complete suffi-
cient work. It is very important that every parent/
caregiver know when assessment is due and help your 
children stay ahead of the workload.

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We are all in this together! The 
messages we are focusing on 
with the students through our 
school assemblies, year level 
activities, and classroom interactions are that 
school is an opportunity, students are here to learn, 
and that all must respect others and themselves, 
and follow teacher instructions to help us to provide 
positive and productive learning. 
Parents play a vital role in encouraging young peo-
ple to meet expectations that will see them grow 
and learn, whether they be expectations at home, 
sports, socially or at school. 
 
Teachers are encouraged to make the classroom 
expectations very clear and apply the expectations 
consistently to maximize learning. Parents are 
asked to support us by discussing with your student 
the importance of being on time for school and 
class, having the equipment to participate in class, 
ensuring that all music devices and phones are out 
of sight and switched off during class (or left at 
home) and that they respect the rights of all in the 
learning situation. 
 
Parents are reminded that the student planner that 
has been issued to your student is a great tool for 
monitoring your students’ homework, assignments 
and other activities. It is also one way of communi-
cating with the teacher, and for the teacher to com-
municate with you. All parents are encouraged to 
check the student planner at least weekly, to sign it 
to let the teacher know that you have checked, and 
to ask questions if the student does not have home-
work recorded in the planner. 
 
You are encouraged to contact your students’ 
teachers so that you can stay informed of how your 
student is progressing. We often mention that email 
is a great way to do this, so providing an email con-
tact to the teacher is a positive step to show your 
student that you are concerned that they do their 
best. 
 
When students and their families support us to 
meet expectations our school environment is more 
pleasant and productive. We are committed to pro-
viding the best possible outcomes for students at 
Wynnum North State High School and hope that 
you will play your role in making this a reality.
