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Dear Parents/Caregivers, 
 
 
Last week we celebrated Harmony Day with students from a number of cultures 
performing for all the students. We commenced with a stirring performance from 
Community Elders, with our large Aboriginal and Torres Islander population sup-
porting this ceremony. This was followed by a video presentation which demon-
strated to students their place in the world and how lucky we are. Our school 
choir sang “Lean on Me” which led into our Philippine students performing tradi-
tional dance. Our Polynesian students then performed two numbers. It was a 
wonderful assembly demonstrating some of the diversity that co-exists in our 
school along with the many talented students. Congratulations to all students 
who performed and my thanks to Mr. Wilson who brought the performers to-
gether. 
 
I believe that all of us, teachers, parents and students want the same thing when 
it comes to education. We all want what is best for the students to help them de-
velop the skills that will guide them to a successful future. There are two very 
important factors that play a key role in helping this to happen. 
 
The first is attendance. We know from studies that the amount of time spent at 
school has a direct impact on student learning. Those students who attend regu-
larly perform better than those who do not. As parents/caregivers you play an 
important role in ensuring that your children attend school regularly. I under-
stand how difficult it can be at times when children claim they are ill, however, if 
you start to see a pattern of poor attendance then talk to us. It very well could be 
an issue linked to school that can be resolved. 
 
The second is the preparedness of your child for learning. This includes re-
sources for lessons, whether they are supplied through the school or you pur-
chase them. Without the necessary resources students can not learn effectively 
and will fall behind.

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As parents we face some of the largest and most 
important challenges in assisting our children to be-
come citizens who can make good decisions, avoid 
threats to their safety, and be happy. 
 
The following ten tips are from the Australian Gov-
ernment Department of Health Website and are cer-
tainly relevant now as we assist our students to pre-
pare for Term One tests. 
1. Be part of their lives: Be sure to make time for     
your children. 
2. Listen to them. 
3. Be a role model: There is no such thing as ‘Do 
as I say, not as I do!’ 
4. Be honest. 
5. Pick your moment: Pick the right time to discuss 
topics by looking for opportunities as they arise 
naturally. 
6. Be calm. 
7. Avoid conflict: Try to see the point of view of 
each person involved. 
8. Keep on talking: Follow up a conversation with 
another. 
9. Set clear boundaries: Most young people expect 
and appreciate clear rules. 
Focus on the positive: Encourage young people to 
feel good about themselves and reward good be-
haviour. 
 
These messages are equally relevant for teachers 
as parents. We expect and appreciate your support 
in ensuring that your student is ready to do their 
best in upcoming assessments.

The theme for 2009 is ‘Support plain packs to 
avoid their trap’  and aims to promote changes to 
legislation which will prohibit tobacco companies 
from using cigarette packaging and logos as a 
form of advertising. 
 
To encourage young people to explore their atti-
tudes towards tobacco use, ANYPAT is running 
an online poll that gives young people the opportu-
nity to share their thoughts on the push for plain 
cigarette packaging.  By participating in the poll, 
young people (10-25) have the chance to win JB 
Hi-Fi vouchers and signed Hilltop hoods gear.
