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Dear Parents/Caregivers, 
 
It’s official. The new school’s name is Brisbane Bayside State 
College. This has been approved by the Minister of Education, the Honourable 
Geoff Wilson. I would like to thank all parents who participated in the process, 
both providing suggestions and voting. The final vote was very clear cut with an 
overwhelming majority in favour of the new name. 
 

If you have driven by the site of the new school you will know 
how much work has gone on since our last newsletter. Walls 
are being erected on “E” and “F” Blocks. “E” Block houses 
the canteen on the lower floor and the SEU and classrooms 
on the second floor. “F” Block has the Food Services on the 
lower floor, classrooms on the second floor and two staff 
rooms on the third floor. The walls for the Performing Arts 

Block should be up by the time you receive this newsletter. 
We have commenced accepting enrolments for next year. Packages are avail-
able from the school office. We have already commenced visits to the primary 
schools. We will still have Open Days at Wynnum North SHS for Year 7 stu-
dents and their parents to discuss the new school. 
As parents would be aware there is a teacher strike scheduled for Tuesday 19th 
May. As per the letter which was sent home last week, the school will be open 
and there will be supervision of students who attend school. There will not be 
regular classes as too many staff will be taking strike action. 
As many of you would know we often give out “High Flyer” certificates to stu-
dents on assembly. A letter of acknowledgement for the achievement of the stu-
dent is always sent home. For the information of new parents, the “High Flyer” 
certificates are given to students who demonstrate a commitment to the school 
or wider community through positive actions. This may be for outstanding 
achievement through sport, culture, academic or community endeavours. Over 
the past few weeks I have given out over 80 certificates. These have included 
students who have made Queensland teams, participated in Art Eisteddfods, 
sung in the school choir at formal ceremonies, and been members of Creative 
Generations. It is a pleasure to recognize so many students who are committed 
to their own growth. 
Our Year 9 students sat their NAPLAN tests this week. They certainly put in a 
great effort and I have no doubt the results will reflect well on the students. My 
thanks to Steve Wilson who not only organized the days but also oversaw the 
preparation that students went through leading up to the test. There is no doubt 
that the skills needed to be successful on NAPLAN are 
very much applicable to everyday life.

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 Year 9 students and their families have gener-
ally supported us well this week to ensure that they 
make their best possible effort (and get their best 
possible result) in the NAPLAN tests. The National 
tests of Literacy and Numeracy were held on Tues-
day, Wednesday and Thursday mornings. Our stu-
dents had focussed on the types of tasks likely to 
be in the tests over many weeks as part of their 
English, Mathematics and Literacy lessons. 
 
 At times such as NAPLAN testing and exam 
periods, it becomes very obvious which students 
are using the Student Planner well to remind them-
selves and their parents of requirements in regard 
to resources needed for activities, due dates and 
room allocations. Students in year 8 and 9 received 
the Term Two assessment calendar in week 3 and 
the dates that are important to them should now be 
entered into their planner. Students of years 10, 11 
and 12 receive a semester planner and therefore 
should have had the relevant information for quite 
some time. Parents can assist us to help your stu-
dent by regularly checking the planner to see what 
is coming up, writing notes to the teacher, or check-
ing homework completion. 
 
 As we are nearing the end of Wynnum North 
State High School, there are some students who 
are having difficulty purchasing school uniforms in 
their correct size. If any family has uniforms at 
home that they no longer use, we would be most 
grateful to have them donated to our school through 
the office so that they can be available to others 
who need them. We are participating in an initiative 
to donate all Wynnum North uniforms to needy ar-
eas in Africa at the end of this school year so the 
uniforms will be a valuable donation in more than 
one way. Of course a new uniform will be finalized 
soon for Brisbane Bayside State College. 
 
 Parents are advised that when excursions 
take place, normal classes take place for all stu-
dents who do not attend. We do notice that more 
student absences are reported on days when oth-
ers are out of school. From our point of view we 
wish to keep the program of education going as 
regularly as possible so parents are asked to sup-
port us by ensuring that your student attends every 
day possible.

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Arrangements for teacher strike – 
 Tuesday 19 May 

 
I wish to inform all parents and carers that the 
Queensland Teachers’ Union announced on Mon-
day 11 May that a statewide, 24-hour strike will take 
place in Queensland state schools on Tuesday 19 
May. 
This affects our school because some teachers are 
likely to take part in this industrial action, along with 
their colleagues across the state. 
I want to assure our school community that despite 
the strike, which runs all day on Tuesday 19 May, 
our school will be open to students on this day. 
We will put in place special supervisory arrange-
ments during the normal school hours on Tuesday 
19 May to ensure the safety of all students, as this 
is our highest priority. It is likely that regular class-
room activity will be disrupted.  
Strike action is being taken in pursuit of a new sal-
ary package for teachers.
