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Dear Parents/Caregivers, 
 
Two weeks ago we had the teachers’ strike. I apologise for 
the inconvenience it will have caused some of you; however, can I also thank all 
of you for organising your children so that supervision at school was able to be 
carried out for those few that needed it. I would hope that we do not have any 
further disruptions but with negotiations continuing this could still be a possibility. 
 
I would like to also thank parents for handling the very wet weather so well. Stu-
dent attendance during those days was excellent considering how severe the 
weather was. 
 
You will have received a letter from the Department concerning Influenza A. It is 
very important to recognise that this is considered a very serious medical issue. 
In particular if any member of your family has travelled overseas to countries 
which are considered unsafe then you will need to take appropriate action to en-
sure that no member has contracted the influenza. If a student has been over-
seas they are being asked to remain home for 7 days before returning to school. 
Obviously if any member of your family shows any flu symptoms they need to 
see a doctor. 
 
With the start of June all students are approaching a major assessment period. 
As parents you can help your children by encouraging them to not only complete 
homework but commence revision. With revision it is important that students jot 
down key ideas or concepts where they can go back and review these ideas at 
least twice a week up until the exam. In areas such as maths it is worth doing 
extra problems. The more often students complete this type of work the more 
likely they will have greater success in class. As well it is important that students 
have a quiet place at home where they can do their work. They need to remove 
distractions; this includes their i-pods and mobile phones. The temptation is too 
great. It takes time to build good practices. Students need to be encouraged to 
persist. A good study plan will have periods of study with short breaks to allow 
the student to refresh themselves. Most people cannot focus for more than 30 
minutes without a break. The break should involve movement and maybe a bite 
to eat and something to drink. 
 
It is worth noting that student results reflect effort and the greater and the longer 
the effort the more likely the success. Certainly over the years I have seen many 
students succeed who were not considered the “brightest” students because 
they worked harder than the so called “bright” stu-
dents. Each student has the capacity to succeed if 
they are willing to put in the time and effort.

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 Year 11 and 12 students will shortly receive 
their Exam Block schedule for the week of Monday, 
June 15 to Friday, June 19th.  It is vital that students 
check the exam timetable and transfer the informa-
tion into their long-term planning schedule. For year 
11 students these will be their first taste of block 
exams and we hope that all students will be well 
prepared and therefore be able to attain results that 
reflect their ability. As well as completing study and 
revision activities, students need to ensure that they 
are well rested and eating well in the lead-up to a 
period such as this. This is where parents can really 
help by closely monitoring student activity and en-
sure they eat prior to and during the exam block. 
 
 Exam Blocks have different attendance re-
quirements in that students need only attend when 
they have a set item to complete. However, any stu-
dent with outstanding tasks in any subject will be 
required to attend supported catch-up sessions at 
all times that they are not in exams until all set work 
is completed. Parents can again play an important 
support role here by making sure that students are 
maintaining regular study and homework comple-
tion, submitting work on time and attending compul-
sory tutorials. 
 
 During Period 4 on Wednesday afternoons, all 
students of Years 11 &12 who are not yet attaining 
a sound level of achievement or better in their Eng-
lish and Maths subjects are required to attend tuto-
rials at which teachers help them improve their re-
sults. Students who fail to attend at this time will 
have to catch up the time after school on other 
school days, but there is no doubt that taking ad-
vantage of this opportunity to work closely with the 
teachers is the best way to ensure success. 
 
 We hope that by working together we can 
help your student get a Semester One report that 
reflects their ability and helps them attain their fu-
ture goals.
